· Provide appropriate visuals that help the viewer understand the information that is given in Spanish.  (Feel free to use a digital camera to provide a picture of the actual classroom if you have access to that type of technology.)  USE VISUALS WHENEVER POSSIBLE – THE MORE THE BETTER!  (As long as they are high quality.)
Spanish requirements:
· The classroom and subject description should answer the following questions:  (The order of the written portion should be logical to you…there is no specific order to these questions.)

· ¿Cuándo es la clase?  ¿A qué hora es la clase?
· ¿Cuántos estudiantes hay en la clase?

· ¿Cómo se llama el maestro/la maestra?

· ¿Cómo es la clase? (Be detailed here.)

· ¿Qué hay en la clase?  

· ¿Qué necesitas en la clase?

· ¿Qué debes hacer en esta clase para sacar buenas notas?

· The directions should use affirmative tú commands.  The directions should be detailed enough to lead anyone from the front of the school to the classroom with ease.
