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· In April of 1994, the Association of Spanish Language Academies (en español La Real Academia) voted to eliminate ch and ll as separate letters.  The change was made primarily to simplify dictionaries* and make the language more computer compatible. 

· The letter rr is not included in all Spanish alphabets.  Some consider it a sound and not a letter.  

(* ¡Ten cuidado!  When looking up a word that begins with ch or ll in older dictionaries, they will have their own section.  However, newer dictionaries will not have separate sections for ch and ll.  This can also happen with rr depending on the beliefs of the publisher.)
