· Ordinal numbers agree with the noun they introduce.                                          For example:  la primera semana de octubre (the first week of October)            

el quinto piso del apartamento (the fifth floor of the apartment)                         

los primeros días del verano (the first days of summer)

· All of the ordinal numbers can be abbreviated using the number and either º or ª.  For example, 1st = 1º (for a masculine noun) or 1ª (for a feminine noun.)
· In front of a masculine singular noun “primero” and “tercero” loose the “o” and become “primer” and “tercer.”

For example:  el primer día  (the first day)

· Ordinal numbers are used only from 1 to 10.  Above 10, regular (or “cardinal”) numbers are used.
For example:  el piso veinte (the 20th floor)
