Introduction section (Write in future tense…What I will do…)
· Clearly identify the specific goal of your project and your interest in it

· Clearly identify Area of Interaction/s central to project

· Give reasons why the specific Area of Interaction is chosen

· Include any quotes or paraphrase evidence and cite in correct MLA style
· Clearly identify what you hope to learn as a result of the project: that is, you tell us what you need to learn to get this accomplished
· Thoroughly describe how you plan to achieve your project goal

Process section (Write in past tense…What I did do…)
·  Identify and explain your entire process including explanation of materials and techniques used
· Explain why you used certain materials and techniques over other choices

· Explain any modifications that had to be made that are different from your plan

· Remember to quote or paraphrase sources as needed using MLA parenthetical style?

Analysis section:  (Why I was inspired, how the Area of Interaction guided me and why)
· Clearly show your personal interest in the project

· Clearly shown how the Area of Interaction you chose inspired you and why

· Clearly shown how the Area of Interaction guided your choices and decisions 

· Did you remember to quote or paraphrase sources as needed using MLA parenthetical style?

Conclusion section: (How well did I meet the goals I set out for my self?)
· Discuss and reflect on the project at various stages of your process (for example, the research/investigation stage, the process stage)

· Discuss and evaluate how well you have met your personal project goal

· Evaluate the strong and weak parts of the project and identify anything you might have done differently

· Include new perspectives or ideas that have sprung from your personal project experience.  This should include new perspectives on the Area of Interaction, too.
