Revised Personal Project for Late Entry Sophomores 2009-2010

Choose a topic to research for your personal project. Your topic must be approved by Ms. Schmidt before you begin writing to be certain the topic is appropriate to research.

Your topic should be something of interest to you, but something that you do not know much about. It could involve the history of something, the process of making something, topics of that nature. Your research paper needs to be between 1000-2000 words. You need to include at least 10 varied sources that are referenced both on a work cited page as well as within the body of your paper. Your paper must be in MLA format and use formal language. Your paper should also have a title page.

The deadline for the personal project research paper is March 3, 2010. Please turn in your research paper to Ms. Schmidt on this date, following the same procedures as the other sophomores turning in their personal projects on this date. (The procedure will be covered in advisory.)
You will still be responsible for presenting your revised personal project during personal project presentations. Your presentation is required in order to pass the project. In addition, your presentation score goes into your advisory grade, so it is crucial to present your revised project.
