Revised Personal Project for Seniors 2009-2010
Choose a topic to research for your personal project. If you were here as a sophomore, this topic could be related to the project you chose to do, but did not complete or pass. Your topic must be approved by Ms. Schmidt before you begin writing to be certain the topic is appropriate to research.

Your topic should be something of interest to you, but something that you do not know much about. It could involve the history of something, the process of making something, topics of that nature. Your research paper needs to be between 1000-2000 words. You need to include at least 10 varied sources that are referenced both on a work cited page as well as within the body of your paper. Your paper must be in MLA format and use formal language. Your paper should also have a title page.

For the 2009-2010 school year, the deadline for the personal project research paper is April 30, 2010. Please turn in your research paper to Ms. Schmidt on this date.

There are several benchmark due dates before the March 3 deadline. They are as follows:

February 19, 2010 – Annotated bibliography due, all 10 sources, MLA format, typed, each source needs 5-8 sentence description of that source and how it will be helpful in supporting your topic.
March 26, 2010 – Rough draft due, at least 2/3 of entire paper must be turned it on this date, typed, MLA format. Include work cited page and in-text citations as well as cover page.
