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Book Talk Two Spring Semester
For your second book talk this semester, you have three different options. Choose ONE of the three to complete about your book. You will have about ONE HOUR of class time to work on this assignment; if you feel it will take you longer to do your best work, you may start this assignment at home and finish it up in class on the book talk day.

OPTION ONE: Poem

Choose an important event in the story. First, summarize that event, explaining what happened, who was involved, and why it was so important to the rest of the story. Your summary should be about 150-250 words. Be sure to include the book title and author in your summary, preferably in the first sentence.

Next, turn that even into a poem of at least 30 lines in length. The form of the poem is up to you, as well as the style (rhyming or free verse). Please have a working title, and don’t forget to number the lines.
OPTION TWO: Travel Brochure

Create a travel brochure for the setting of your book. Include description of the main place(s), what you can do there, what the people are like, and why people should come visit. Also, include vignettes (short stories of about 5-7 sentences) about who they might meet there based on 3-4 main characters in the story.

Your brochure should be folded as a tri-fold, just like a professional travel brochure. It should include pictures of the setting and characters. These pictures can be hand-drawn or printed out from a computer before you come into class on the book talk day. Have captions for all of your pictures, and make sure to use lots of color.
OPTION THREE: Time Capsule
You are a historian, and your job today is to create a time capsule of items that represent your book. As you brainstorm items to include, consider the time period, setting, major characters, and major events of your story. Select TEN-TWLEVE items that you would include in a time capsule to represent all aspects of this story. Illustrate each item with either a hand-drawn picture or a picture printed out from a computer prior to coming into class on the book talk day. Either way, use lots of color.

The time capsule will be buried for the next 100 years, so you must do the following for each item: state what the item/object is; explain what it represents in the story; and explain why it is important to the story/why it was chosen. Do this in about 3-5 sentences per item.
 The option you choose is due at the end of class today. Please turn it in to the box before the bell rings at the end of the period. This book talk is worth 40 points
