SSR Requirements
On block period days, we will be spending the first 40 minutes of class doing SSR, Sustained Silent Reading. This is a chance for you to actually read a book of your choice rather than the books teachers are requiring you to read!

Starting the second week of school, you will need to bring a book of your choice to class on Tuesday (periods 1, 3, and 5) or Wednesday (periods 2 and 4). You will also need to bring your Record of Pages sheet, which I will be giving to you today.

The book you choose can be fiction or nonfiction, it is totally up to you. However you must choose and bring in a book, not a magazine, newspaper, journal, children’s book, comic book, or graphic novel. It must be a book that you can keep for a couple of months so you can finish it. If you get a book from a public library, be sure you can check it out for a long enough period of time. Another option is the school library. A final option could be reading a book out of my classroom library. IF you choose to do this, you MUST talk to me about it! I need to know that you are using one of my books, and you need to bring in a book of your own to show me that you still deserve credit in Approaches to Leaning. You will simply bring a book, show it to me, and then borrow the book you have chosen from my library.

If you are concerned that your book choice is not appropriate, come and talk to me about it. I am open to considering a wide variety of books, but you must be open to having to make another choice if I ask you to do so.

Once you choose your SSR book, you must continue bringing that book until you finish it. I need to see the same title on your ROP sheet until you have finished the book. You will be required to read a total of two books each semester during SSR. The first one needs to be done about halfway through the semester, and the second one needs to be done by the end of the semester (specific dates are on your ROP sheet).

Each day that we do SSR in class, you will also complete a brief reading long about what you read that day. I will provide you with reading log sheets.
Use this time to read something you will enjoy! Pick a book that is interesting to you! 
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
