IB Play Analysis Notes

· Assume the listener knows nothing about the play.  You may have to give a synopsis.  Including character analysis.

· Keep away from colloquialisms!

· Have your ideas & explain it thoroughly.  Why, Why, Why!

· Elaborate on all your ideas!  Adjectives & Descriptors!

· Learn more appropriate theater vocabulary and use it.

· How do your ideas help the play move forward or illuminate it?

· Be detailed!  “More than saying there will be music.”  Describe the kind of music you are thinking of.  What does it mean to you and to the play?

· Theme & concept are huge don’t forget.

· Overall style of production is huge.  We are forgetting.

· Use examples, comparisons, quotes from the play.

· Try to think outside the box.

· Do appropriate research, Time period, Era, Social or political movements of the time.

· What do your choices mean?

· What does nothing “special mean?”

· Defend your choices.

· You don’t have to use the outline if you don’t want.

· Don’t forget the audience response!  That is why we perform.

· Be original, innovative, imaginative, creative.
