Potential Topics Of Concern

Racial Issues, Sexual Issues, Language Issues, Social Issues, Drug Related Issues Or References, Religious Issues, Violence, Anti-School Issues, Mature Themes.

All scenes and material presented in class for any reason, should fall into the category of PG-13 or lower.  The teacher will peruse all material and give approval.  Any scenes or material presented from another category will be done so by teacher selection only, with permission of the parents of every student in the class.  

*Students will fill out and turn in a “Scene Synopsis Form” when they pitch their potential ideas.  We will then be able to discuss their selection and what topics could be deemed offensive and why they would like to perform that selection.

*These rating are based on the descriptions given for the film industry from the Classification and Rating Administration.  They can be applied to any material, scenes, plays, films, or writings that either students or teachers are presenting. www.filmratings.com
Ratings

G- General Audience.  This signifies that the material contains nothing most parents would find offensive.  Questionable material is absent.  Violence is minimal.  Snippets of dialogue may go beyond common polite conversation but do not go beyond common everyday expressions.

PG- Parental Guidance Suggested.  Some material may not be suitable for children.  May contain some material that parents might not want to expose to their young children.  Explicit scenes about sex or drugs are absent.  Horror and violence do not exceed moderate levels.

PG-13- Parents Strongly Cautioned.  Some material may be inappropriate for children under the age of 13.  Rough or persistent violence is absent.  Sexually oriented scenes are generally absent.  Some scenes containing drugs may be present.  One use of a harsh word obscenity might be heard.

R- Restricted.  Under seventeen requires parental consent.  Material contains some adult topics.  Material has questionable topics regarding language, theme, sex, or its portrayal of drug use.  This category is reserved for teacher-selected material only.

NC-17- No one under seventeen admitted.  Material is deemed to be patently mature and adult.  No material from this category should be presented by anyone.
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
