NEW OUTSIDE/SILENT READING REQUIREMENTS!!

We are starting a new outside/silent reading program.

1. You will read the books I have in my classroom

a. except—if you bring your own book every time we have silent reading.

b. you will read the same book every silent reading time until you have finished the book.

2. You will keep a written journal about the book you are reading in class.

3. You will give a book talk once this semester.

4.  Book projects will still be accepted as extra credit.

This is how the program will work:

· You will pick a book from my library—or bring your own every  Monday and Friday and read that book silently during silent reading.

·      You will have 5-8 minutes after silent reading time is over to write 4-7 sentences in your journal—this writing will be a reflection of what you have read.  You can write anything about your book—what you think is going to happen in the book, what the book is about, what the characters are like, how you relate to the book, if you liked the section you read or not, etc.

·      The journals will be kept in the classroom.

·      You will give one book talk at the end of this semester—You can use your journal to help you.  You will present the book you were reading this semester.

·     You may also do a book project for extra credit—it is not required this semester.
