Anatomy and Physiology:

Objectives:  
Participants will be able to identify and name the major components of both male and female reproductive systems.  Participants will also be able to identify the functions of each component.

Activity:
Participants will be given anatomy diagrams to complete with labeling and functions of each part.

The Big Idea:
In order for participants to understand HIV/ AIDS prevention it is imperative that they understand the basic features of their reproductive systems.  

HIV/AIDS

Objective:   
Participants will gain an understanding of HIV and AIDS.  This includes the differences between the two, the biology of the virus, treatments, transmission methods, prevention, and social impact of the virus.

Activity:
Participants will discuss HIV in terms of what it does to the body, the three vectors of transmission (sex, needles, and maternal), treatment, and prevention.  

The Big Idea:
Young people are constantly hit with a barrage of misinformation regarding HIV.  Many still believe that HIV is only something that affects other people, or that it only affects those living in developing nations.  Teens who understand the virus and the issues that come along with it are more likely to spread that information to their peers.  This dissemination of correct information not only destroys myths by stopping them before they start, but it enables the teens to protect themselves from becoming infected.
