Assignment:  

· Turn the Pringles can into a person that either represents the idea of the renaissance, or is an actual person from the renaissance.  Be creative!  The cans can wear clothes, have hair, and be transformed in many ways!  The Pringles can should be turned into: 

· A famous person from the past.  (Historical figure.)

· Character from a book, movie, or television show.

· A famous person. (Singer, sports star, politician, etc…)

· Your own creation! 
  ***Remember – it can be anything – but you’ll need to be able to explain why this character represents the idea of the renaissance to you.

*****Because “¿Cómo eres?” has been our recent focus in class, please use at least 3-4 sentences to describe your “persona de pringle” using both physical and personality descriptions.

When you present to the class in Spanish, do NOT try to repeat every single word that is in your written description.  Instead, in 1-2 minutes you are going to introduce your “Persona de Pringle” to the class to the best of your ability.  Although you will be speaking on the same topics that you wrote about, written language is more complete than spoken language.  You will also tell us in English how your pringle person represents the renaissance.  Look at the rubrics attached for clarification.  The speaking grade will be given according to Criterion B.  The writing grade will be given using Criterion D.  A grade will also be given for the quality of the Persona de Pringle.
