Language B Portfolio – Spanish

Level M2 - 2009
You will add 4 pieces to your Language B portfolio this year.  

**Remember, if you were in Guajome for M1, your portfolio should also contain the items from that year.

· “Ensayo”  (This is the 200+ word essay written to Ana about yourself – this also functions as your portfolio introduction, so please place it in the beginning.)

·  “Pobre Ana”  (This is the exam that demonstrates your reading proficiency.)
· “Entrevista” (This is the interview with your favorite sports player.  The evidence for this is the reflection.)
· “Mi proyecto favorito”  (This is your favorite project from this year. (Mi compañero de clase, persona de pringle, la clase, mi casa ideal, mi deporte favorito.) You may include either the project itself or a picture of it. Please include all parts of the project…for example, for the pringle include a picture and your Spanish write up. 
You will also need a new table of contents and a reflection on the portfolio as a whole.(See below.) Please place these items into your folder. 
  Reflection: (in English)

· Looking at your portfolio, how do these pieces reflect your understanding of Spanish?  In other words, what does your portfolio show that you have learned this year?  (Speak about each piece of work separately and how they reflect what you have learned.  For each piece of work, include:  

1. What was the project and what were you supposed to do?

2. What was the process you took in order to complete the project?

3. What new concept were we learning? Was it difficult? Why/ why not?

4. What would you do differently?

5. To which Areas of Interactions does this project apply? Explain.

· Describe yourself as a learner of Spanish.  What approaches to learning do you use?  Which ones are effective? Which ones do you need to improve? (Be detailed.)

· Which 3 learner profiles describe you well?  How do these traits help you in Spanish class?  

· Which learner profile trait is difficult for you?  How will you work on improving this trait for next year?

· How can Spanish help you in the future?
