Mi árbol geneológico

Objective:  To create a family tree and to write a short description of each family member.  You have several options when creating your tree:

· Your own family tree.

· A dream family tree.  (For a dream family tree you might have George Bush as your uncle, Shakira as your mother...you get the idea.)  

· A hybrid of the two options – your real family tree with a few "ideal" people added!
· Your favorite TV, movie, or book family.

· ??Another idea?  Check with your teacher!

Format:  This family tree will be a web page…you will be learning this technique in Technology class.  The front page will be a family tree structure (see below) and when you click on the name of the person, it will take you to a new page with the family member’s picture and Spanish description.  You will have time to work on this part in technology.
Requirements:  
· Include at least 8 people (with pictures), including yourself.  (With your own family tree and the ideal family tree you should include yourself…with the favorite TV, movie, or book family option, chose a character and create the tree from their perspective.)
· For each person on the family tree you should include:  name, age, relationship to you, and 2 more sentences of description.

· For the description, be creative!  Think about what we learned last year. (physical description, likes, dislikes, sports, activities, clothing, food, classes…)

· Include a picture of each person, as well as other pictures that illustrate the Spanish descriptions you have written.

Assessment:  The árbol geneológico will be presented to the class.  The speaking grade will be given according to Criterion B.  The writing grade will be given using Criterion D.  A grade will also be given for the quality of the árbol geneológico.
