(This introduction should be about a minute long.)
· Name

· Likes/Dislikes

· Clothing you wear

· Family and Friends

· Anything else???????

As practice, you will be presenting this introduction to your Spanish class the week of June 1-5 – be sure to practice ahead of time!
You may also choose to present a Spanish project from this year as one of your 5 projects that show what you have learned this year.  Use the following format as a guide:
· Give the title of the assignment 

· Explain the concept(s) the assignment illustrates.

· Explain the assignment in depth and demonstrate your knowledge of the concept(s) through examples. (Give at least one example, in Spanish, to show what you have learned from the assignment.)

· Give a well-developed example of an Area of Interaction or a Learner Profile. (Be sure to select a different AOI or LP for each of your five projects.)
