You will need to have the following to complete your Language B portfolio:

· One section of your large three ring binder with plastic sleeves – add your work to last year’s German Portfolio (on top or underneath…) 

· Dividers or cover sheets to identify the pieces of work you plan to put into your portfolio

· A table of contents (Das Inhaltsverzeichnis)
· A letter of introduction and reflection  (Liebe Leser,)
· Samples of work 
Now what???? Let’s start with the letter of Introduction/Reflection:
· First, include a brief introduction of yourself, including your name, age, grade, where you are from and where you live, something about yourself, your subjects, your grades, your family, your interests, what you like to do and not do in your free time, your favorite things. (Basically most of this can come directly from your pen pal letters and/or your Power Point Projekt.)  It should be 2 good paragraphs in length – AUF DEUTSCH!!!    

· Now continue your reflection with the following… In English describe yourself as a learner of German.  What approaches to learning (ATL)do you use?  What things can you do really well and on what things do you need to work?  Which of the Learner Profile descriptors best fit you and why – choose at least 3: Inquirer, Knowledgeable, Thinker, Communicator, Principled, Open-minded, Caring, Risk-taker, Balanced, Reflective.  How do these traits help you in German class?
· Looking at your portfolio, how do these pieces reflect your understanding of German? In other words, what does your portfolio show that you have learned this year?  

1. Reflect on each piece of work separately and how they reflect what you have learned.  For each piece of work (in separate paragraphs) include:

· What was the project and what were you supposed to do?

· What activities / work did we do in class to help you prepare for this project? What was the process you took in order to complete the project?

· What new concept were we learning?  Was it difficult?  Why?/Why not?

· What would you do differently? How would you change/improve it?
· To which Areas of Interaction does this project apply? How? (Approaches to Learning, Community and Service, Homo 
Faber/Human Ingenuity, Health and Social Education, and Environments)  Explain…

· Did you like the project? Why or why not?
· Now – overall – over the course of the year…What things have you learned and what have been some of your favorite projects you’ve completed?  Include some frustrations you may have had, and of course your successes!!! – Really put some thought (REFLECTION) and details into this!  

· Finally, comment on your overall strengths and weaknesses as a German student and how you felt about your first year in German.  What are you looking forward to learning next year?  What do you promise to continue to do or do differently/change to ensure that your next year of German is even more successful than this one?
