Why build a portfolio?


You can look at your work and find ways to improve.


You can show the many different kinds of work you can do.


You can show how you have grown as a learner.


You can take responsibility for your own learning.


You can gather evidence to show the quality of your work.


You can produce work that shows more than tests and grades.

You can communicate what you know and what you think.

You can show you can work successfully with others.

You can show the interrelationship between the academic concepts 

you learned and the Areas of Interaction.

Who will see your portfolio?

You will discuss your portfolio with your teachers, your classmates and       

 your family. 


Portfolios are a way of sharing information.  They provide evidence of what you have learned, the connections you make between what you learn and society, and the growth you make as you proceed through the IBMYP curriculum from grade six to grade ten.  Your portfolio is a means for you to “brag” about your accomplishments.  The individual items in your portfolio combine together to create an overall impression of you for your readers.

What samples of work will you include in your portfolio?  


Your portfolio will contain various samples of work required by the subject area.  The list for the subject area of Art is included in this booklet.


Be sure each sample has the date on which you did the work written on the first page.  Final drafts should be written neatly in ink or typed. 

Portfolio Terms and Definitions

Assessment Rubric


This is a chart explaining the level of quality work needed to achieve a particular assessment mark or grade.  A copy of the Portfolio Assessment Rubric that will be used is included in this packet.

Portfolio Introduction/Self-evaluation


You are to write a letter to introduce yourself to your readers.  This letter should help a reader understand your thinking and the process used as you created your portfolio.

Portfolio Reflection Sheet


For each sample of work you choose you are required to evaluate your sample and explain to the reader what you have learned and how this knowledge can be applied in your future.  A copy of the portfolio reflection sheet, titled “Name of Project” is included in this booklet.

Art Portfolio Checklist


This is an abbreviated list of the Art requirements written to help you organize and check off the requirements as they are completed.

Art Portfolio Content Requirements


This is a detailed list and description of the content requirements for Art.  

Table of Contents


This is a list of all entries in your portfolio with the title of each sample.  Use the Art Portfolio Checklist to help you write your table of contents.  
Steps for Putting Your Portfolio Together

1.  Collect

Take inventory.


Sort your work.


Find out what you have.

2. Select

Decide which samples of work will represent each 

requirement.  Write the name of the sample next to the requirement on your check list.

Organize each sample.

3.  Explain

Make sure you have written portfolio reflections for each 

sample, in ink or typed.  
4.  Introduce and Conclude


Write the letter of introduction and do not forget the self-evaluation part.  (See page 5)

Make a table of contents.

5.  Assemble

Organize your samples, so that you can place them in your 

manila folder.  (No 3-ring binders!)

Check to make sure all parts are included.


All written parts need to be in ink or typed.


Re-check.  Use your checklist.


Remember:  Quality is important!

Sixth Grade Art Requirements

Portfolios are due on Tuesday, February 21 for Blocks 1A and 3A 

and Wednesday, February 22 for Block 3B.

You must turn in a portfolio.  You will not pass your class if 
you do not meet this requirement.

Sixth grade students need to submit a portfolio that contains a 
Table of Contents, letter of introduction/self reflection, Developmental workbook, three samples of finished art work (including a drawing sample, a painting sample and an art appreciation sample) and reflections for each sample, which include connections to the areas of interaction. 

This year we have been photographing student work.  Students 

should print these photos and submit them in their portfolio as finished art work.  The portfolio can then be added to the main portfolio binder with all of the other subject portfolios after it is evaluated. 

Although the Developmental Workbook is graded as a part of the 

portfolio, it should not be included in the final assembling of the portfolio.  (We need to continue using it.)

If a student is unable to print the photos of their art work, they 

may submit the original work.  However, the student will then be responsible to save their portfolio at home until it is added to and updated next year.

Please use and include your checklist.

Do not use a three ring binder.
Art Portfolio Requirements

Portfolio Introduction/Self-evaluation

Write a letter to introduce yourself to your readers.  The letter should help a reader understand your thinking and the process used as you created your portfolio.  Some questions to help:


Introduction:

How many years does your portfolio represent?


How do you feel about Art?


What are some things you included in your portfolio?


Why did you choose those pieces?


Explain your favorite piece, favorite assignment, and 

the assignment you learned the most from.

Trace the development of your understanding, knowledge, and ability to use skills, awareness, appreciation, open-mindedness and creativity of expression.
Self-evaluation:


Have your thoughts about Art changed?  How?


Explain changes you see in your artwork over time.


What growth have you seen in yourself as an artist?


What are your strengths and weaknesses?


Did you learn something? 


Can you draw better?


Are you more confident in your ability?


What did you learn by putting together this portfolio?


What goals do you have for yourself as a learner and as a 



member of society?

Knowledge and Understanding

Include samples that demonstrate your knowledge and understanding of the art forms studied.


Developmental Workbook (sketchbook)


Check-ups or quizzes

Application

Include samples of finished artwork that show how you applied your knowledge, skills and techniques to creatively develop an idea.


Samples from developmental workbook


Drawings – may include illustration, observation, still life, 



portraiture, human figure studies etc. and may use



different media.

Paintings – may include murals, still life, landscape and may 

use different types of paint.  


Graphic Design – may include posters, lettering, illustration, 



signs, logos, etc.

Printmaking – may include rubbings, block prints, 

monoprints, etc.


Three-dimensional Forms – may include pottery, sculpture, 



wire figures, architectural models, masks, etc.


Art Appreciation – may include work based specifically on 



different historic periods and cultural styles.

Reflection and Evaluation

Include samples of your ability to generate and explore an idea

(design cycle), communicate the developmental process, and evaluate your strengths and weaknesses.
